Pro-Province was suppressed, and the monks of Siegburg and of 
Kornelimuenster were placed under the direct jurisdiction of the Abbot 
President.  However, in September 2011, Kornelimuenster was received 
into an experimental association with the English Province until the next 
English Provincial Chapter (2014).  A special statute governs the 
relationship between Kornelimuenster and the Province.
